AN OVERVIEW

Tamil Nadu which is located in the southern most end of the Indian
sub-continent constitutes about 4 percent of India’s land area. Major share of
the population are involved in agriculture. During 2015 -16, Tamil Nadu
bagged the KRISH KARMAN AWARD from Government of India for achieving
highest production of food grains which include Paddy, Pulses and Millets.

On the other hand, 80% of surface water and 90% of Ground water
have been exploited in Tamil Nadu and the demand for water in Tamil Nadu is
increasing. About 75% of available water is being consumed by agriculture
while simultaneously demand from other sectors such as industry and

domestic uses have grown significantly.

» Imbalance in Rainfall
» Frequent and powerful Cyclones
